Dear Community Service Work Study Employer,
We want to help you recruit an exceptional community service work study student from Western Washington University while at the same time financially assisting students eligible for work study.

It is a win for both the nonprofit organizations employing community service work study student and the participating student.

How is it a win for the community service work study student?

The Students in Service (SIS) program, a part-time AmeriCorps program, offers scholarships to college students who serve their local community. While most participating SIS members volunteer at area nonprofit organizations, SIS members eligible for community service work study can “double dip” by being paid for their community service work study position and qualifying for an SIS program scholarship between $1,000 and $2,362.

How is it a benefit to your organization?

The SIS program also benefits your organization because you can market your community service work study position with the added feature of the SIS program eligibility. Example: If a community service work study student earns $8.55/hour and then enrolls in the SIS program, the overall hourly earnings could increase up to an added $3-$4/hr to equal a total of $11.55-12.55/hr (as long as the SIS member completes the term of service they sign up for ). This added benefit can help you recruit a quality community service work study student with very limited extra administrative work on your part.
