President Barack Obama has put out a “call to service” to get Americans out into their community to serve so as to help improve the lives and enrich the communities where they live and work, especially during this time of economic challenges.

The Students in Service (SIS) AmeriCorps program on the WWU campus wants to promote President Obama’s call to service by getting more WWU students serving the community in critical need areas.  The SIS program is administered through Washington Campus Compact (WACC), and is a part-time AmeriCorps program that gives scholarships to students who serve their community.


Just about any WWU student who serves their community at a non-profit, government, or educational institution is eligible to enroll in the program and earn a non-competitive scholarship between $1,000-$2,362.  Other opportunities that are eligible to enroll in the SIS program are:

· Internship/Practicums completed at non-profit agencies;
· Student Teaching completed at Title 1 funded schools or in the areas of Special Education, ESL/Bilingual Education, or Math and Science Education;
· Service hours required through service learning classes;
· Community Service Work Study students.
WWU students enrolled in SIS currently serve at the North Cascades Institute Mountain School, Whatcom Volunteer Center, WWU Counseling Center, Sehome Middle School, DVSAS, Outback Farms, American Red Cross, Whatcom Humane Society, YMCA, Whatcom Coalition for Healthy Communities, and the WWU Center for Service Learning.
