Administering the Sex Offender Registry Check 
on new and active members

NOTE:  We are administering national searches and “not” local searches

1. Access the web site www.nsopr.gov
2. Once at the site, review the “Conditions of Use” and once you reviewed it, press “I Agree”

3. Type in the code word that is given, then press “continue”

4. Type in member’s last name and first name, then press search (it automatically does a National Search)
What if I get a positive name match?

While the great majority of the searches will show “0” hits; however, if you do find results, you will need to do a little investigating with the information given.  Most, if not all, the members in the registry have pictures so it will be easy to identify the member.  For a good example, do a national search on John Smith and you will get the results for 250 offenders.  If you have a popular name and you need to narrow the results down by doing an “Advanced Search”, you can redo the search and just add the state where the member currently resides and other states where you know they have lived.  Or you can search by region (Pacific).
Example: If you have 10 hits on a member name.  Look at all 10 pictures (you can also look at the date of birth) and determine whether the pictures are of the member.  If not, then x-out all the names and write on the sheet that none of the listed people are the member and then file in the enrollment package.
